	The introduction of the topic 

	With the help of the students the teachers creates the mind-map of possible pets that can live with people.  Then the teacher tells the students that they are going to present their pets in Power Point programme.

	Revising the group-work rules and explaining the task

	The English teacher explains the students the task that they should do in groups: that is to create a Power Point presentation about one of the pets.

Then the representatives of the groups choose what pet is theirs by taking one list from the box. 

After that the teacher distributes the roles in the group (the presenter, the editors and the IT technicians). 

The IT teacher attracts the students’ attention to the leaflet about the rules how to work in the local network and pronounce the requirements to the Power Point.
Both teachers pay the students’ attention to the criteria for the group work results. The students ask clarifying questions if there are some.

	While the editors create the text for the presentation and send it by the local net to the computers of the IT technicians, they create the Power Point presentation: choose the correct number of slides, title the slides, choose the pictures and photos from the local net etc. The presenters think over the logic of the presentation and look through the necessary linking words and phrases. The teachers monitor all the process of creating.

	The teachers ask the students to express their opinions about working in groups: their likes and dislikes, their satisfactions with the result they got. And after that while leaving the class the teachers ask to stick a red, yellow or a green leaf to the tree (the red one means the negative feeling after the lesson, the yellow one – generally positive, the green one – absolutely positive). Besides on the leaves the students should write some words explaining their choice of colour.

	The teachers used all the technologies (the computer, the interactive board, the local net) easily and fluidly and was able to help learners when small difficulties arose.

	Very confident and skilled – they had obviously worked with the technologies before. They were very comfortable with all the technologies used.
